• Does your chapter have a website? 
• Does your chapter have a social media account (Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, etc.)? 
• Did your chapter hold an orientation meeting prior to induction? 
• Did your chapter increase membership by one or two members? 
• Did your chapter have a Youth at Risk/Community Service Project? 
• Did your chapter participate in/submit Teachers Helping Another Teacher (THAT) volunteer hours 

electronically? 
• Did your chapter members sing the Delta Kappa Gamma song at most Chapter meetings and 

events? 
• Did your chapter or members participate in a program that included visual and/or performing arts? 
• Did your chapter recommend a non-member for the Penne Ferrell Award? 
• Did your chapter nominate or have a member serve on the DKG California Leadership Team?
